DRIVING GUIDELINES

After beginning to useyour Hurricane PMV onadaily basis, you may encounter Situationsthat, at first, may require
some practiceto negotiate on your PMV. With alittlebit of patience and practice, youwill soonbeableto achieve
total control through doorways, elevators, up and down ramps, and over grassand gravel.

Doors

Determineif thedoor openstoward or away fromyou. Useyour hand to turn theknob or push the handle or push-
bar. Driveyour Hurricane PMV gently and dlowly forward to push the door open; or drive our Hurricane PMV
gently and slowly backwardsto pull the door open.

Elevators

M odern elevators have adoor-edge saf ety mechanism that, when pushed, will reopen the elevator door(s). If you
areinthe doorway of an elevator when the door(s) begin to close, push on the rubber door edge or allow the
rubber door edge to contact the PMV and the door will reopen. Use care that pocketbooks, packages, or
Hurricane PMV accessories do not become caught inthe elevator doors.

Ramps and Other Inclines

Anincreasing number of buildingshaverampsfor PMV access. Theremay beaturning switchback inthemiddie
of theramp which may require proficient cornering skills. Takewide swingswith your front wheel saround any tight
corners, so theback wheelswill trace awide arc and not shortcut the corner. When going down aramp, it isbest
to keep your speed dial set to the dowest speed setting to ensureasafely controlled descent. Avoid sudden stops
onanyincline.

Rough Terrain

Your HurricanePMV isdesigned to operate on grass, gravel, and hills. However, you must not exceed therecom-
mendationsin thismanual. Safety must dwayscomefirdt. If you areuncertain about asituation, avoidit. Fed free
to useyour Hurricane PMV onlawnsor in park areas, but avoidtall grass. Packed gravel, such asindrivewaysor
onroadswill not present aproblem, but avoid loosaly packed gravel or sand. The power of your Hurricane PMV
will enableyouto climb hills, but to ensure proper stability, do not exceed the specificationslisted below.

The controlled tests show that, when you approach anincline, it isbest tolean forward. Seefigures2and 3. This
shifts the center of gravity of you and your Hurricane PMV toward thefront of thePMV for improved stability.

Your Hurricane PMV was designed to provide optimum stability under normal driving conditions; dry, level sur-
facescomposed of concrete or asphalt. However, Pride recognizesthat therewill betimeswhen you will operate
your scooter on surfaces other than concrete or asphalt. For that reason, we also designed your Hurricane PMV
to perform admirably on packed soil, grass, and gravel.

Fed freeto useyour HurricanePMV safely onlawnsandin park aress.

Avoidtal grassthat can entangletherunning gear.

Packed soil, gravel, driveways, or roadswill not present a problem for your Hurricane PMV.
Avoidloosaly packed gravel and sand.

If you fedl unsureabout adriving surface, avoid that surface.

A WARNING! Radio waves may interfere with the control of your Hurricane PMV.

Radio waves can cause unintended motion of Hurricane PMV s. Radio waves are aform of electromagnetic
energy (EM). Whenthisenergy unintentionally affectsthe operation of an €l ectronic device, itiscaled Electromag-
netic Interference (EMI) or Radio Frequency I nterference (RFI).

EMI/RFI—FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQSs)
Thefollowing FAQssummarizewhat you should know about EMI/RFI. You may usethisinformationto minimize
therisk that EMI/RFI will affect your Hurricane PM V.

Wheredoradiowavescomefrom?

Radiowavesare emitted from the antennas of cellular phones, mobiletwo-way radios (likewalkie-talkies), radio
gations, TV stations, amateur radio (HAM) transmitters, wirelesscomputer links, microwave sources, and paging
transmitters. Radio wavesareaform of electromagnetic energy. Because EM ismoreintense closer tothetrans-
mitting antenna(source of emission), the EM fieldsfrom two-way radiosare of specia concern.

If my HurricanePMYV isaffected by EMI/RFI, what kind of motion should | expect?
Thisisdifficult to predict. It would depend on anumber of factors, including:

B Strength of theradio waves.

B Congtruction of the Hurricane PMV.

B Postion of theHurricanePMV (whether itisonlevel ground or onasope).

B  Whether or not theHurricanePMV isinmotion.

An affected Hurricane PMV’smovement can beerratic. It may moveby itself or cometo asudden stop. Further-
more, itispossiblefor EMI/RFI to unexpectedly rel easethe brakes on aHurricane PMV. Someintense sources
of EMI/RFI can even damagethe control system.

| sthereany way toknow for surewhether radiowavesareresponsiblefor theunintended motion of my
HurricanePMV?

Unfortunately, interference from radio wave sourcesmay bedifficult to recognize, sincethesignalsfromthese
sourcesareinvisibleand may beintermittent. However, you should report all incidents of unintended motion or
brake rel easeto the Hurricane PMV manufacturer and, if possible, note whether therewas aradio wave source
nearby at thetime of theincident.

Hasanyonebeen hurt from erratic, unintended motion of per sonal mobility vehicles?
Therearereportsof injuriesthat resulted from the uncontrolled motion of PMV's. However, it isunclear how many
of theseincidentswereactually caused by radio wave interference.

Areall personal mobility vehiclessusceptibleto EMI/RFI?

Each makeand modd differsinitsability toresst e ectromagnetic interference. That is, each hasaparticular level
of “immunity” tointerference, measuredin voltsper meter (V/m). A higher immunity level offersgreater protection.
Inother words, aPMV withahighimmunity level islesslikely to beaffected by astrong radio sourcethan onewith
alowimmunity levdl.

What can | dotofind out if my HurricanePMV islikely to beAffected by EMI/RFI?

If you' vehad your Hurricane PMV for along time and haven’t experienced any unintended motion, it'snot likely
that you' |l have problemsin thefuture. But it' saways possiblethat problemscould ariseif you arecloseto asource
of radiowaves. Therefore, it isvery important to be alert to this possibility. If you want to find out how well your
HurricanePMV isprotected against EMI/RFI, you can contact the manufacturer and ask about itsimmunity level.

What can | dotoreducetherisk that my HurricanePMV could beAffected by EMI/RFI?

Here are some precautionsyou can take:

B Do not turn on or use hand-held personal communications devices, such as citizensband (CB) radiosand
cellular phoneswhilethe HurricanePMV ison.

B Beawareof nearby transmitters, such asradio or TV stationsand hand-held or mobiletwo-way radios, and
try not to come closeto them. For example, if you areinaHurricane PMV with animmunity level of 20V/m,
you should remain at | east three feet from ahand-held two-way radio and ten feet from amobile two-way
radio.

B Beawarethat adding accessoriesand/or components, or modifying the Hurricane PMV may makeit more
susceptibleto interference from radio wave sources. Thereisno easy way to evaluatetheir effect uponthe
overal immunity of theHurricanePMV.

What should | doif my HurricanePMV movesunexpectedly?
If unintended motion or brake rel ease occurs, turn the Hurricane PMV off assoon asit issafeto do so.

Throttle Control Lever

Thislever dlowsyouto control theforward speed and thereverse speed of your Hurricane PMV uptothemaximum
gpeed you preset with the speed adjustment did . Place your right hand ontheright handgrip and your left hand onthe
left handgrip. Useyour right thumb to push theright side of thelever to disengageyour HurricanePMV’sbrakeand
moveforward.

Key Switch
ToturntheHurricanePMV on, fully insert thekey. ToturntheHurricane PMV off, pull thekey out. Seefigure6.

4 mph - 8 mph Switch

Light Switch

OnBoard Battery Charger

Thebattery charger islocated in theleft corner of the utility tray. Seefigure 7. Thisisagray colored plastic box
withagreen LED indicator ontheexterior of the case. Themain power cord extendsfrom the charger and should
be coiled to the side of thetrunk. Usethe reusablefastener strap to coil the power cord.

To ensurethat the charger and its power cord do not become damaged, exercise caution when storing personal
itemsintheelectronicsmodule. Also beawarethat the battery charger could warm up during battery charging.

Electronic Controller Module
Thedectronic controller moduleisontheright sdeof theutility tray. Seefigure 7. Thiscontroller receivesdirec-
tionsfromthecontrol console assembly and sends power to the motor, the brakes, and thelighting system.

WARNING! Keep the electronic controller module free from moisture. In the event that
the electronics become exposed to moisture, do not attempt to operate the Hurricane
PMV until it has been dried thoroughly.

Main Circuit Breaker

Whenthevoltagein your Hurricane PM V'’ s batteries becomes|ow and your Hurricane PMV isheavily strained
because of excessiveloads or steep inclines, themain circuit breaker may trip to protect your Hurricane PMV'’s
motor and el ectronicsfrom damage. Themain circuit breaker ismounted on the el ectronic controller assembly.
Seefigure7. Themain circuit breaker reset button pops out when the breaker trips. When the breaker trips, the
entireelectrical system of your Hurricane PMV isshut down. Allow aminute or so for your Hurricane PMV’s
electronicsto“rest.” Pushinthereset button to reset the breaker. If the breaker tripsfrequently, you may need to
chargeyour batteries more often. You may also need to have your Hurricane PMV dealer perform aload test on
your Hurricane PMV’sbatteries. If themain circuit bresker tripsrepestedly, seeyour authorized Pride provider for
service.

Ammeter

Theammeter islocated on the utility tray. Seefigure 7. You can check the chargelevel of the batteriesby the
ammeter. Thebattery charger must be plugged into apower outlet to obtain areading. When theamperagereading
isat or near zero (0) amps, the battery charging iscomplete.

Anti-Tip Wheels
Theanti-tipwheelsareavital safety feature of your Hurricane PMV. Never removethe anti-tip wheels. They
prevent the Hurricane PMV from tipping backwardson anincline. Seefigure?.

Handbrake (Optional)
Thehandbrake lever islocated on thetiller handle. It offersadditional stopping power. You must releasethe
throttle when using thisbrake, otherwisetheHurricane PMV may not cometo acompletestop.

Manual Freewheel Lever
When you need to push your Hurricane PMV for short distances, you can placeit in manua freewheel mode. The
manual freewhee! lever islocated onthe end of the motor assembly (right rear of the PMV). Pull thislever upto
disablethedrive system. Themotor isa so eectrically disengaged from the control box and will not runwhenyou
pressthethrottlelever. Seefigure?.

BATTERIES AND BATTERY CHARGING—FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQSs)

How doesthecharger work?

Whenyour Hurricane PM V'’ sbattery voltageislow, the charger worksextraand sendsmoreel ectrical current to
the batteriesto bring up their charge. Asthevoltage of the batteries approachesafull charge, the charger works
lessto completethe charging cycleby sending lessand lesselectrical current to the batteries. When the batteries
arefully charged, the current being sent to them from the charger isat nearly zero amperage. Therefore, whenthe
charger ispluggedin, it maintainsthe charge on your Hurricane PM V'’ sbatteries, but it doesnot overchargethem.
We do not recommend that you charge your Hurricane PM V'’ s batteriesfor more than 24 consecutive hours.

What doesthe L ED on thecharger indicate?

Thegreen LED turnson after the batterieshave been fully charged. In someinstances, thegreen LED may stay on
after the charger has been unplugged from thewall outlet. Although usersmay perceivethisasacharger malfunc-
tion, itisanormal condition. The green LED goes off when the batteriesreach 26 VDC, which may take afew
minutes.

Can| useadifferent charger?
For the safest, most efficient, and balanced charging of your Hurricane PM V'’ sbatteries, we prefer and highly
recommend the simultaneous charging of both batteriesby use of the onboard battery charger.

How often must | chargethebatteries?
Two mgor factors must be cons dered when deciding how often to charge your Hurricane PMV’sbatteries.

B All day PMV useonadaily basis.
B Infrequent or sporadic PMV use.

With these considerationsin mind, you can determinejust how often and for how long you should charge your
Hurricane PMV'’ sbatteries. We designed the onboard charger so that it doesnot overcharge your PMV’ sbatter-
ies(do not chargethem for morethan 24 consecutive hours). However, you may encounter some problemsif you
do not charge your batteries often enough and if you do not charge them on aregular basis. Follow thefive
guidelinesbel ow to provide safe and reliable battery operation and charging.

B If youuseyour Hurricane PMV daily, chargeits batteries as soon asyou finish using it for the day. Your
Hurricane PMV will beready eachmorningtogiveyoua“full day” of service. Werecommend that you charge
your Hurricane PM V'’ sbatteriesfor 8 to 14 hours after daily use.

B If youuseyour Hurricane PMV onceaweek or less, chargeitsbatteriesat least once aweek for 12to 14
hoursat atime.

B Keepyour Hurricane PMV'sbatteriesfully charged.

Avoid deeply discharging your Hurricane PMV’sbatteries.

B Do not chargeyour Hurricane PMV'’ s batteriesfor morethan 24 consecutive hours.

How can | get maximum rangeor distanceper charge?

Rarely will you haveideal driving conditions; smooth, flat, hard driving surfaceswith nowind or curves. You will
often facehills, sidewalk cracks, uneven and loosely packed surfaces, curves, and wind. All of thesedriving
conditionsaffect the distance or running time per battery charge. Thefollowing areafew suggestionsfor obtaining
themaximum range per battery charge.

Alwaysfully chargeyour Hurricane PMV’sbatteriesprior to your daily use.

Maintain 30 ps (pounds per squareinch) indl of your Hurricane PMV'stires.

Plan your route ahead to avoid asmany hills, cracked, broken, or soft surfacesaspossible.
Limit your baggageweight to essentia items.

Try to maintain an even speed whileyour Hurricane PMV isinmotion.

Avoid stop-and-go driving.

What typeand sizeof battery should | use?

We recommend deep-cycle batteriesthat are seal ed and maintenancefree. Both Sealed Lead-Acid (SLA) and
Gel Cell aredeep-cycle batteriesthat offer similar performancein your Hurricane PMV. Do not use wet-cell
batteries, which have removable caps.

NOTE: Do not remove the caps from sealed batteries. Water cannot be added to sealed batteries. Cap
removal voids the battery warranty and may cause damage to the batteries and to your Hurricane PMV.

Wework closdly with our battery manufacturersto provide batteriesthat best suit your Hurricane PM V' s specific
electrical demands. Fresh batteriesarrivedaily at Pride and are shipped fully charged to our customers. During
shipping, the batteries may encounter temperature extremesthat may influencetheir initial performance. Heat
diminishesthe charge on the battery; cold dowsthe available power and extendsthe time needed to recharge the
battery.

It may take afew daysfor thetemperature of your Hurricane PM V'’ sbatteriesto stabilize and adjust to their new
room or ambient temperature. Moreimportantly, it takesafew charging cycles(apartial drainfollowed by afull
recharge) to establishthecritical chemica balancethat isessentia to adeep-cycle battery’spesak performanceand

longlife.

Pleasefollow these stepsto properly break inyour Hurricane PMV’s new batteriesfor maximum efficiency and

savicelife,

1. Fully rechargeany new battery prior toitsinitial use. Thischarging cyclebringsthe battery up to about 88% of
itspeak performancelevel.

2. Operateyour new HurricanePMV infamiliar and safeareas. Driveslowly at first, and do not travel too far

fromyour homeor familiar surroundingsuntil you have become accustomed to your Hurricane PMV’scon-

trolsand have properly broken inyour PMV’sbatteries.

Fully rechargethebatteries. They should now beat over 90% of their peak performancelevel.

Operateyour HurricanePMV again.

Fully rechargethe batteriesagain.

After four or fivecharging cycles, thebatteriesare ableto recelveacharge of 100% of their peak performance

level and are ableto last for an extended period of time.

How can | ensuremaximum battery life?

Fully charged deep-cycle batteries provide reliabl e performance and extended battery life. Keep your Hurricane
PMV’sbatteriesfully charged whenever possible. Batteriesthat areregularly and deeply discharged, infrequently
charged, or stored without afull charge may be permanently damaged, causing unreliable performanceand limited
savicelife,

How should | storemy HurricanePMYV and itsbatteries?
If you plan on not using your Hurricane PMV for an extended period of time, itisbest to:

B Fully chargeitsbatteriesprior to storage.

B Disconnect the battery harnessesfrom the e ectronic controller module.

B Storeyour HurricanePMV inawarm dry environment.

B Avoid storing your Hurricane PMV whereit will be exposed to temperature extremes.

TheHurricanePMV requiresnotoolsfor disassembly or assembly. Alwaysdisassemble or assembleyour Hurri-
canePMV onalevd, dry surfacewith sufficient room for you to work and movearound your PMV. Keepinmind
that the disassembl ed sections of the Hurricane PMV will take up morefloor space than the assembled Hurricane
PMV.

You can disassemblethe Hurricane PMV into six pieces: the seat, thefront frame, therear frame, therear shroud,
and the batteries. You can aso removethe utility tray if necessary. Placethe PMV in an areawhereyou have
sufficient clearanceto movethe partsaround. You need about four or fivefeet in all directions. You may need
assistancetolift someof the PMV components. Seel V. * Specifications’ for individua component weights.

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Xl. BASIC TROUBLESHOOTING

Any dectromechanica deviceoccas ondly requiresmaintenance, but be assured that many common problemsare
usualy solved easily with abit of common sense. Ask yourself what worksand what doesn’t. Try each and every
control ontheHurricane PMV to seeif your problem followsany pattern.

Ask yoursdf , “IsthewholeHurricane PMV dead or just someof itsfunctions?’

What if all systemson theHurricanePMV appear to bedead?

1. Makesurethekeyisfully inserted.

2. Check the battery condition meter to verify that your batteriesarefully charged.

3. Thecontrol console assembly isequipped with atimer that shutsthe unit off whenever it hasbeenidlefor
severa minuteswithout any operation. Pull out the key, wait afew seconds, and reinsert thekey for normal
operation.

4. Checkthemaincircuit bregker. Pushitinto reset themain circuit breaker located onthe controller (intherear
section of theHurricanePMV).

5. Makesureboth battery harnessesarefirmly connected to the el ectronics modul e connectorsand at the battery
terminds.

6. Verify that thefront consolecontrol harnessisfirmly pluggedinto therear connector mounted onthefront side
of thee ectronic control module.

7. 1f none of these stepswork, call your local authorized service center.

What if theunit isdead and the brakesarereleased?
TheHurricane PMV was probably |eft in the manual freewhedl mode. When the manual freewhee! leverispulled
up, the brakes are disengaged and all the power to the motor iscut. Push thelever down for normal operation.

What if themain circuit breaker (located on theutility tray) repeatedly trips?

1. Chargeyour batteriesmorefrequently.

2. If thiscontinues, have both batteries|oad tested by your authorized service center.

3. Check that foreign objects, such asrope or wire, have not becomejammed inthewheel assemblies.
4. Makesureyou do not exceed the maximum weight capacity of the PMV.

What if the console meter dipsfar downward when pressing thethrottle control lever and the motor
surgesand/or hesitates?

1. Fully chargeyour batteries.

2. Haveyour dealer perform aload test of both batteries.

3. Havethetwo motor brushes cleaned and replaced if necessary.

If you experience any problemswith your Hurricane PMV that you are not ableto solve, immediatel y contact your
provider for proper information, maintenance, and service.
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XIl. CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Your Hurricane PMV wasdesigned to requireaminimal amount of careand maintenance. If you have any doubts
about itscare or operation, you may schedul eingpection and maintenanceat your authorized PMV provider.

Thefollowing areasrequire periodicinspection and/or careand maintenance:

TIRE PRESSURE
B For optimum scooter performance we recommend that thetire pressure be maintained at 30 psi.

A WARNING! Do not exceed that pressure; overinflating a tire can cause it to explode.

TIRE CONDITION AND TREAD WEAR
Regularly inspect your Hurricane PMV'stiresfor signsof wear. Usearubber conditioner onyour Hurricane
PMV’stiresto help preservethem.

WARNING! Do not put rubber conditioner on tread area of tires; the tires may become
dangerously slippery.

ABS PLASTIC SHROUDS
The shrouds have been sprayed with aclear sealant coating. They retain their high glosswith alight application
of car wax.

OTHER EXPOSED SURFACES
B Bumpersand trim a so benefit from an occasional application of rubber or vinyl conditioner. Do not usea
rubber or vinyl conditioner on the Hurricane PMV’sfloormat or vinyl seat; they may become dangeroudly

dippery.

BATTERY TERMINAL CONNECTIONS
B Besurethey remaintight and are not corroded. Batteriesmust it flat within the battery well areawith the
battery terminasfacing therear of theHurricane PM V.

WIRING HARNESSES
B Check for insulation damage, especially the battery charger cord. If thereisdamageto thiscord, you should
haveit repaired or replaced prior to next use.

NOTE: To avoid undue tension on the wiring har nesses when disassembling the front and rear halves of the
Hurricane PMV, always disconnect the 9-pin front-to-rear harness and the two battery harnesses first.

SEAT POST
B Werecommend you periodically clean dirt and grimefrom the detached post with any lubricant solution (such
asWDA40) and then wipe any excess buildup away with asoft cloth.
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XIl. CARE AND MAINTENANCE

FRONT AXLE BEARINGS, REAR AXLE BEARINGS, AND MOTOR/TRANSAXLE ASSEMBLY
B All drivetrain componentsare prelubricated and sealed. They requireno additional lubrication.

THE CONTROL CONSOLE ASSEMBLY AND ELECTRONIC CONTROLLER MODULE
B Besuretokeeptheseareasfreefrom moisture. Inthe event that these componentsare exposed to moisture,
let them dry thoroughly before attempting to operateyour PMV again.

STORAGE
B Thisisanelectronically-controlled motorized vehicle. Do not storethe Hurricane PMV whereit may be
exposed to inclement wesather.
