GENERAL OPERATION
Read, understand, and follow all instructions in the manual
and on the machine before starting.

Only allow responsible adults, who are familiar with the
instructions, to operate the machine,

Clear the area of objects such as rocks, toys, wire, elc,
which could be picked up and thrown by the blade.

Be sure the areais clear of other people before mowing  Stop
machine if anyone enters the area.

Never carry passengers,

Do notmow inreverse unless absolutely necessary. Always
look down and behind before and while backing.

Be aware of the mower discharge direction and do not point
it at anyone. Do not operate the mower without either the
entire grass catcher or the guard in place.

Slow down before turning.

Never leave a running machine unattended. Always turn off
blades, set parking brake, stop engine, and remove keys
betore dismounting

Turn off blades when not mowing.

Séo;a engine before removing grass catcher or unclogging
chute.

Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

Do not operate the machine while under the influence of
atcohol or drugs.

Watch for traffic when operating near or crossing roadways.

Use exira care when loading or unloading the machine into
a trailer or truck.

SLOPE OPERATION

Slopes are a major factor refated to loss-of-control and tipover
accidents, which can result in severe injury or deathi. All slopes
require extra caution. If you cannot backup the slope or ifyouteel
uneasy on it, do not mow it.

DO:

-

Mow up and down slopes, not across.
Remove obstacles such as rocks, tree limbs, etc.

Watch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneven terrain could
overturn the machine. Tall grass can hide obstacles.

Use slowspeed. Choosea low gear 50 thatyou willnot have
10 stop or shift while on the slope.

Follow the manufacturer's recommendations for wheel
weights or counterweights to improve stability.

Use extra care with grass catchers or other attachments.
These can change the stability of the machine

Keep all movement on the slopes sfowand gradual Do not
make sudden changes in speed or direction

Avoid starting or stopping on a slope. If tires lose traction,
disengage the blades and proceed slowly straight down the
slope.

DO NOT:

Do not turnon slopes unless necessary, and then, turn slowly
and gradually downhill, if possible.

Do not mow near drop-offs, ditches, or embankments, The
mower could suddenly turn over if a wheel is over the edge
of a cliff or ditch, or if an edge caves in.

Do not mow on wet grass. Reduced traction could cause
siiding.

Do not try lo stabilize the machine by putting your foot on the
ground.

Do notuse grass catcher on steep slopes.

CHILDREN

SERVICE

Use extracare in handling gasoline and other fuels, Theyare
flammable and vapors are explosive.

running. Allow engine o cool before refueling. Do not
smoke
- Never refuel the machine indoors
- Never store the machine or fuel container inside where
there is an open flame, such as a water heater.
Never run a machineg inside a closed area.
Keep nuts and bolts, especially blade attachmant bolts, tight
and keep equipment in good condition.
Never tamper with safety devices.

Clean il or fuel spillage. Allow machine to cool before
storing.
Stop and inspect the equipment if you strike an object.
Repair, if necessary, before restarting.

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Your new tractor has been assembled at the factory with exception of those parts left unassembled for shipping purposes.
To ensure safe and proper operation of your tractor all parts and hardware you assemble must be tightened securely. Use
the correct tools as necessary to insure their proper tightness.

TOOLS REQUIRED FOR ASSEMBLY

A socket wrench set will make assembly easier. Standard
wrench sizes are listed.

HOW TO SET UP YOUR TRACTOR
PREPARE BATTERY (See Fig. 2)

CAUTION: Wear eye and face shield.

Wash hands or clothing immediately if
accidentally in contact with battery acid.

Do not smoke. Fumes from charged bat-
tery acid are explosive.

Read the instructions included with the
battery vent caps. Always wear gloves,
clothingand gogglesto protectyourhands,
skin and eyes,

Your unit has a battery charging system which is sufficient
for normal use. However, periodic charging of the battery
with an automotive charger will extend its Hfe.

»  See instructions packed with vent caps in parts bag.

= Filt battery with acid. il each cell until it reaches the
bottorn of the vent wells. Do not overfill.

« Allow battery to stand and settle for at least thirty
minutes. After standing, check the level of acid. [f
below the vent wells, add more acid until the correct
level is reached.

While battery is standing (after adding acid) and later, while
battery is being charged, continue with assembly of unit.
IMPORTANT: TO MAXIMIZE THE LIFE OF YOUR
BATTERY, IT i5 NECESSARY THAT THE BATTERY BE
CHARGED BEFORE USE  FAILURE TO CHARGE
E#ETERY CAN RESULT IN A SHORTENED BATTERY
*  Charge battery at a rate of 6 amperes for 1 hour. Use
a 12 volt battery charger. Observe ali safety precau-
tions required for battery charging.

*  Check the acid level after the battery is charged. If the
acid has fallen below the correct evel, add distilled or
iron free water,

* Install the vent caps to cover the vent wells. Wash the
top of the battery with water to remove any acid, then
wipe dry.

e Check battery case for leakage to make sure that no
damage has occurred in handling.

* Dispose of excess battery acid. Neutralize acid for
disposal by adding it to four inches of water in a five
gallon plastic container. Stir with a waoden or plastic
paddie while adding baking soda until the addition of
more soda causes no more foaming.

° Follow instructions on how 1o install battery.

CHECK TIRE PRESSURE

The tires on your unit were overinflated at the factory for
shipping purposes. Correct tire pressure is important for
best cutting performance.

o Reduce tire pressure to PSI shown in "“PRODUCT
SPECIFICATIONS” on page 3 of this manual.

CHECK DECK LEVELNESS

For best cutting results, mower housing should be properly
levelad. See “TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING" in the
Service and Adjustments section of this manual.

CHECK FOR PROPER POSITION OF ALL
BELTS

See the figures that are shown for replacing motion, mower
drive, and mower blade drive belts in the Service and
Adjustments section of this manual. Verify that the belts are
routed correctly.
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CHECK BRAKE SYSTEM

After you learn how to operate your tractor, check to see
that the brake is properly adjusted. See “TO ADJUST
BRAKE" in the Service and Adjustments section of this
mantial.

INSTALL BATTERY (See Figs. 4 and 5)

CAUTION: Do not short battery termi-
nals. Before installing battery, remove
meial bracelets, wristwatch bands,
rings, etc.

Positive terminal must be connected
first to prevent sparking from acciden-
tal grounding.

Raise hood.

Make sure drain tube is fasiened to drain hole in battery
tray and battery tray is positioned in hole of battery
support.

Place battery in plastic tray, battery terminals to front of
tractor.

First connect RED battery cable to positive {+) battery
terminal with hex bolt, flat washer, lock washer and hex
nut as shown. Tighten securely.

Connect BLACK grounding cable to negative {-) battery
terminal with remaining hexbolt, flatwasher, lock washer
and hex nut. Tighten securely.

Slide the two battery bolts through the terminal guard
and start the wing nuts onto the threads.

Positionterminal guard over the battery as shown, lower
boits into key holes and slide square shafts of bolts into
slots of key holes.

Tighten wing nuts by hand making sure battery bolts
remain in slots of the key holes in the battery support.

Be sure terminal access doors are closed.

Use terminal access doors for:

Inspection for secure connections (fotightenhardware).
inspection for corrosion.

Testing battery.

Jumping {if required).

Periodic charging.

ASSEMBLE GAUGE WHEELS TO MOWER
DECK (See Fig. 6)

Assemble gauge wheels with tractor on a flat level surface.

Adjust mower to desired cutting helght (See “TO AD-
JUST MOWER CUTTING HEIGHT” in the Operation
section of this manual).

With mower in desired height of cut position, gauge
wheels should be assembled so they are slightly off the
ground. Install gauge wheel in appropriate hole with
shoulder bolt and flange locknut and tighten securely.

Repeat for opposite side installing gauge wheel in
same adjusiment hole.

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INSTALL MULCHER PLATE (See Figs. 7A & 7B)

* Install two latch hooks to mulcher plate using screw,
washer, lock washer, and weld nut as shown.

NOTE: Pre-assemble weld nut to latch hook by inserting
weld nut from the top with hook pointing down.

* Tighten hardware securely.
» Raise and hoid deflector shield in upright position.

*  Place front of mulcher plate over front of mower deck
opening and slide into place, as shown.

*  Hook front latch into hole on front of mower deck.
s ook rear latch into hole on back of mower deck.

CAUTION: Do not remove discharge
guard from mower.

Be sure mower deck is properly leveled side-to-side/
front-to-rear for best cutting results. (Tires must be
properly inflated for leveling).

v Check mower and drive belts. Be sure they are routed
properly around pulleys and inside all belt keepers.

v Check wiring. See that all connections are still secure
and wires are propetly clamped.

WHILE LEARNING HOW TO USE YOURTRACTOR, PAY

TO USE THROTTLE CONTROL (See Fig. 9)

Always operate engine at full throttle.

e QOperating engine at less than full throttle reduces the
battery charging rate.

«  Full throttle offers the best bagging mower perfor-
mance.

The direction and speed of movement is controlled by the
gearshift lever.

TO ADJUST MOWER CUTTING HEIGHT
(See Fig. 9)

The cutting height is controlled by turning the height ad-
justment knob in desired direction.

= Tumn knob clockwise to raise cuiting height.
= Turn knob counterclockwise to lower cutting height.

The cutting height range is approximately 1-1/4" to 3-3/4".
The heights are measured from the ground to the blade tip
with the engine not running. These heights are approxi-
mate and may vary depending upon soil conditions, height
of grass and types of grass being mowed.

« The average lawn should be cut to approximately
2-1/2 inches during the cool season and to over 3
inches during hot months. For healthier and better
looking lawns, mow often arid after moderate growth.

= For best cutting performance, grass over 6 inches in
height should be mowed twice. Make the first cut
relatively high; the second to desired height.
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TO OPERATE MOWER (See Fig. 10)

Your unit is equipped with an operator presence sensing
switch. Any attempt by the operator to leave the seat with
the engine running and the mower clutch engaged will shut
off the engine.

ADD GASOLINE

s Fili fuel tank. Use fresh, clean, regular unieaded
gasoline. (Use of leaded gasoline willincrease carbon
and lead oxide deposits and reduce valve life).

IMPORTANT: WHEN OPERATING IN TEMPERATURES
BELOW 32°F({0°C), USE FRESH, CLEAN WINTER GRADE
GASOLINE TO HELP INSURE GOOCD COLD WEATHER
STARTING.
WARNING: Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels (called gaschol or using ethanocl or methanol} can
attract moisture which leads to separation and formation of
acids during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage. To aveid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emptied before stor-
age of 30 days or tonger. Drain the gas tank, start the
engine and let it run until the fuel lines and carburetor are
empty. Use iresh fuel next season. See Storage Instruc-
tions for additional information. Never use engine or
carburetor cleaner products in the fuel tank or permanent
darage rmay ocour,

CAUTION: Fill to bottom of gas tank
filler neck. Do not overfill. Wipe off any
spilled oil or fuel. Do not store, spill or
use gasoline near an open flame.
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TO START ENGINE (See Fig. 10)

When starting engine for the first time or if engine has run
out of fuel, it wili take extra cranking time to move fue! from
the tank to the engine.

*  Depress clutch/brake pedal and set parking brake.
o Place gearshift lever in "NEUTRAL" position.
»  Move attachment clutch to "DISENGAGED" position.

¢ Move throtile control lever to "CHOKE" position for
cold engine start. Forwarm engine start, move throttle
control to "FAST" position,

» insertkeyintoignitionandturn key clockwise to "START"
position and release key as soon as engine starts, Do
not run starter continuously for more than fifteen
seconds per minute. lf engine does not start after
several attempts, move throttle control to "FAST" posi-
tion, wait a few minutes and try again.

+  When engine starts, move throttle control to desired
position.

+ Allow engine 1o warm up for a few minutes before
engaging drive or attachments.

NOTE: If at a high altiiude (above 3000 feet) or in cold
ternperatures (below 32° F), the carburetor fuel mixture
may need to be adjusted for best engine performance. See
"TO ADJUST CARBURETOR" in the Service and Adjust-
ments section of this manual

MOWING TIPS

Tire chains cannot be used when the mower hous-
ing is attached to unit.

*  Mower should be properly leveled for best mowing
performance. See “TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING"
in the Service and Adjusiments section of this
manual,

e The left hand side of mower should be used for trim-
ming.

» Drive so that clippings are discharged onto the area
that has been cut. Have the cut area to the right of
the machine. This will resuit in a more even distri-
bution of clippings and more uniform cutting.

*  When mowing large areas, start by turning to the
right so that clippings will discharge away from
shrubs, fences, driveways, etc. After one or two
rounds, mow in the opposite direction making left
hand turns until finished (See Fig. 11).

o |f grassis exiremely tall, it should be mowed twice
to reduce load and possible fire hazard from dried
clippings. Make first cut relatively high; the second
to the desired height. '

¢ Do not mow grass when it is wet. Wet grass will
plug mower and ieave undesirable clumps. Allow
grass 1o dry before mowing.

* Always opesate engine at full throttle when mowing
to assure better mowing performance and proper dis-
charge of material. Regulate ground speed by se-
lecting a low enough gear to give the mower cutling
performance as well as the qualily of cut desired.

*  When operating attachments, select a ground speed
that will suit the terrain and give best performance of
the attachment heing used.

MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT: FOR BEST PERFORMANCE, KEEP
MOWER HOUSING FREE OF BUILT-UP GRASS AND
TRASH. CLEAN AFTER EACH USE,

= The special muiching blade will recut the grass clip-
pings many times and reduce them in size so that as
they fall ento the lawn they will disperse into the grass
and not be noticed. Also, the mulched grass will
biodegrade quickly to provide nutrients for the Jawn.
Always mulch with your highest engine (blade) speed
as this will provide the best recutting action of the
blades.

o Avoid cutting your lawn when it is wet. Wet grass
tends to form clumps and interferes with the mulching
action. The best time to mow your lawn is the early
afternoon. At this time the grass has dried and the
newly cut area will not be exposed to the direct sun.

¢ For best results, adjust the mower cutting height so
that the mowet cuis off only the top one-third of the
grass blades (See Fig. 12). For extremely heavy
mulching, reduce your width of cut and mow slowly.

s Certain types of grass and grass conditions may
require that an area be mulched a second time fo
completely hide the clippings. When doing a second
cut, mow across or perpendicuiar to the first cut path.

»  Ghange your cutting pattern fromweek to week. Mow
north to south one week then change to east to west
the next week. This will help prevent matting and
graining of the lawn.

TO SHARPEN BLADE (See Fig. 14)

Care should be taken to keep the blade balanced. An
unbalanced blade will cause excessive vibration and even-
tual damage to mower and engine.

= The blade can be sharpened with a file or on a grinding
wheel. Do not attempt to sharpen while on the mower.

«  Tocheck blade balance, you will need a 5/8" diameter
steel bolt, pin, ora cone balancer. (When using acone
ba%ang:er, follow the instructions supplied with bal-
ancer).

BATTERY (See Fig. 15)

Your unit has a battery charging system which is sufficient
for normal use. However, periadic charging of the baitery
with an automotive charger will extend it's life.

*  After ol has drained completely, replace oil drain plug
and tighten securely.

*  Refill engine with oil through ol fill dipstick tube. Pour
stowly, Do not overfill.

*  Use gauge on oil fill dipstick for checking level. Do not
thread the cap ondo the tube when taking reading.

AIR FILTER (See Fig. 16)

Your engine will not run properly using a dirty air filter,
Cleanthe foam pre-cleaner element after every 25 hours of
operation or every season. Service paper carridge every
100 hours or every season, whichever cccurs first.

Service air cleaner more often under dusty conditions.
* Remove knob and cover.

¢ Remove wing nut and air cleaner from base.

TO SERVICE PRE-CLEANER

= Slide foam pre-cleaner off cartridge.

*  Wash it in liquid detergent and water.

e Sqgueeze it dry in a clean cloth.

Alir screen must be kept free of dirt and chaff to prevent
engine damage from overheating. Clean with a wire brush
?ig compressed air to remove dirt and stubborn dried gum
ibers.

CLEAN AIR INTAKE/COOLING AREAS

To insure proper cooling, make sure the air intake screen,
cooling fins, and other external surfaces of the engine are
kept clean at all times.

Every 100 hours of operalion (more often under extremely
dusty, dirty conditions), remaove the blower housing and
other cooling shrouds. Clean the cooling fins and external
surfaces as necessary. Make sure the cooling shrouds are
reinstalled.

NOTE: Operating the engine with a blocked air intake
screen, dirty or plugged coolingfins, and/or cooling shrouds
removed, will cause engine damage due to overheating.

ENGINE OIL FILTER (See Fig. 17)

Replace the engine oil filter every seasan or every other ail
change if the tractor is used more than 100 hours in one
year.

s Drain oil from engine crankcase { See "TQ CHANGE
ENGINE OIL" through step remove drain piug).

¢ Rermove oil filter drain plug located at base of oil fiiter
adapter. Allow oil filter to drain.

*  Remove oiifilter and wipe off filter adapter. Reinstall oil
filter drain plug.

« Apply a thin coating of new engine oil to the rubber
gasket on replacement oil filter.

* Install replacement oil filter on filter adapter. Turn oll
filter clockwise until rubber gasket contacts the fiiter
adapter, then tighten filter an additional 1/2 tumn.

decreases the supply of fuel to the engine giving a leaner
fuel/airmixture. Turning the adjusting needles out (counter-
clockwise) increases the supply of fuel to the engine giving
a richer fuel/air mixture.

IMPORTANT: DAMAGE TO THE NEEDLES AND THE
