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MOUNTING AN AUXILLIARY WORK TABLE

1. Fourholes are provided in the work table so you can easily
attach an auxilliary work surface to the saw if your needs
require.

2. Mounting an auxilliary table can allow you to build a larger
support area to suit your project, and could render a
smoother work surface, as your needs require and an
auxilliary surface can give you more support close to the
blade for special cutting needs like very small or detailed
projects.

glossary of terms
for woodworking

1. Kerf—the slot cut by the blade

2. Leading Edge—the edge of the work piece which is
pushed into the blade first.

3. Sawblade Path—The area of the workpiece directly
in line with and moving toward the sawblade edge.

4. Blade Tooth Set—the distance that the edge of the
sawblade tooth is bent (on set) outward from the side
of the blade.

5. Trailing Edge—the workpiece edge last cut by the
sawblade.

6. Work Piece—the item on which the culting operation
is beina preformed.
