Polarization - The PA-V16 AC adapter is
equipped with a polarized 2-prong plug (a plug
having one blade wider than the other).

The 2-prong polarized plug will fit into the
power outlet only one way. This is a safety
feature. If you are unable to insert the plug
fully into the outlet, try reversing the plug. If
the plug still fails to fit, contact your electrician
to replace your obsolete outlet.

Lightning - For added protection of this
equipment during a lightning storm, or when
it is left unattended and unused for long
periods of time, disconnect it from the wall
outlet and disconnect the antenna.

Before Using the
VB-C50Fi

This chapter describes the features of the VB-C50Fi, the
hardware and software requirements, and the name and
functions of the system components.
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Features of the VB-C50Fi

The VB-C50Fi is a system that distributes live videos via the Internet or an Intranet. It can be used
in a wide range of applications, such as distributing live videos from a Web site or monitoring. The
system is configured for the VB-C50Fi and viewer software. Please use the supplied viewer software
for viewing videos distributed by the VB-C50Fi and controlling cameras (— P.1-4, 2-12).

Il Broadband Video Distribution Function

The VB-C50Fi is capable of capturing videos at up to 30 fps (NTSC)/25 fps (PAL). Motion-JPEG
is used to compress video images. For networking, auto-negotiation between Ethernet 100Base-
TX/10Base-T is provided and a leased line or ADSL can also be used through a router. Since
video quality and the frame rate can be freely set, videos can be distributed under conditions that
best suit the network bandwidth.

*Please refer to P.1-9 to confirm whether your VB-C50Fi is PAL model or NTSC model.

l Concurrent video is distributed up to 50 clients

Up to 50 clients can view video at the same time from a single VB-C50Fi.

Il Camera and video distribution server functions housed in a single unit

The camera capable of full zoom function and its server functions for distributing videos through
a network are compactly housed in a single unit. By simply connecting a LAN cable and a power
supply, the unit can distribute live videos from any location* where it is installed.

*The unit cannot be installed in locations subject to direct sunlight, high temperatures, high humidity, or
other adverse conditions (— P.xiii, xiv).

l High-performance 26x zoom

The camera section is equipped with a 26x zoom lens.

[l Can be mounted on ceilings, etc.

The VB-C50Fi can be installed on the ceiling or a wall using a mounting arm*.
*The unit cannot be installed in locations subject to direct sunlight, high temperatures, high humidity, or
other adverse conditions (— P.xiii, xiv).

Il Remote camera control from the viewer

The VB-C50Fi comes with two types of viewer software: the Viewer for PC and the Viewer for
Java. The viewers give you full remote control of the camera zoom magnification of the VB-
C50Fi, allowing you to view videos with plenty of ambiance.

H Shade Correction function

If the background of an image is bright, making the subject difficult to see, you can adjust the
contrast of the darker areas to make it easier to see. Unlike backlight compensation, the shade
correction feature allows image processing without adversely affecting the existing lighter regions.

[l Camera Position Preset function

If often-used camera zoom positions and related items are saved in advance as presets, the
camera can be controlled from the viewer by simply selecting a desired preset. Up to 10 presets
can be stored.
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Features of the VB-C50Fi

H View Restriction function

You can set restrictions on camera zoom magnifications. For example, if the VB-C50Fi is showing
camera footage on the internet, it is possible to distribute videos while protecting privacy (— P.iii,
“Request concerning disclosure of live videos”).

H Built-in Web server and FTP server

The VB-C50Fi is equipped with built-in Web server functions that enable both Web pages and
videos to be distributed through the Web by a single unit. Since it also has a built-in FTP server,
Web page data file transfers (FTP) can be performed from remote locations.

[l Simple set up and management

By accessing a Settings page provided on the Web, you can use the Web browser on your PC to
set up and manage the VB-C50Fi from a remote location without ever visiting the place where the
VB-C50Fi is actually installed.

Hl More powerful security functions

The destinations for video distributions can be restricted based on passwords. Up to 50 clients
can be registered.

Hl Recording videos via preset schedules or links with external devices

You can configure picture recording etc. based on ON/OFF input from the external device using
the Multi-Terminal Module (— P.1-10) and schedules you have configured beforehand. If
VBCollector is used, still pictures recorded by the VB-C50Fi can be automatically collected to a
PC and viewed there.

Hl Night mode shooting
If you use the infrared cut filter, you can take pictures even in darkness.
Il Motion detection function

You can perform external device control and video recording by detecting changes in the image
caused by motion of people or objects.

[l Service settings with schedule function

You can start up motion detection and external device services by setting up a visual and easy-
to-understand schedule in the calendar.

Setting the level of motion detection for the motion detection area (Area tab)

These settings determine how great the variation must be (sensitivity), how large the changed
area must be as a proportion of the whole detection area (area ratio), and how long the
variation must continue (duration) before it is recognized as motion and the specified action is
performed.

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Using the Still Picture Recording Function Linked to an External Device

By combining various sensors and switches to operate according to External Device Input settings,
it is possible to construct a monitoring system that responds to external events. Still pictures are
recorded in the VB-C50Fi’s memory (— P.3-28).

Sample Application Combining a Door-opening Sensor

This is a monitoring system in which the VB-C50iR installed in the ceiling records pictures every
second for 3 seconds before the doors opens and 7 seconds after the door opens between 5 p.m.
and 6 a.m. Connect the devices below to each connector of the Multi-Terminal Module and set up.
Please note that the Multi-Terminal Module is an optional product and is sold separately.

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Using VBCollector

VBCollector is used to view pictures recorded by the VB-C50Fi. With VBCollector, you can collect
and display still pictures recorded by the VB-C50Fi based on inputs from an external device, motion
detection or picture recording. VBCollector accesses the VB-C50Fi at specific times expressed in
units such as dates, weeks, or months, and then downloads the recorded pictures. Since the recorded
pictures are saved one after another in the PC on which VBCollector is installed, pictures can still
be securely saved when the allowable limit on the number of pictures that the VB-C50Fi can record
and save has been exceeded. Downloaded images can also be easily viewed in the Web browser.
