| Downloading F/W Upgrade

upgrading. If battery run out of power during upgrading,
flash memory will get damaged.

3. PC willautomatically detect the player as "Removable
disk" under MY COMPUTER.

4. Download available F/W Upgrade from our web site.

5. Select new F/W upgrade and drag-and drop it into the
removable disc icon.

Note: After completing the file transfer, disconnect the
player using [Stop a Hardware device]. Refer to
page 13 for detail note "Disconnecting the player".

6. After remove the player, turn on the power.

Note: Player will automatically update it when the player
is turn on.

I The player does not work
1. Check the battery capacity.
2. Check to see if the battery is inserted properly.

| Download failure
