Full Erase
To make sure that all data on a disc is completely destroyed, use the FULL ERASE method. This procedure 
takes about ten minutes to complete - much longer than QUICK ERASE - and is generally used only for discs 
containing sensitive data.

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About Multi-Session Discs

Compatibility Information for Discs with Multiple Sessions
Data is recorded onto CD-R/RW discs in units knows as “sessions”. A session consists of information regarding the 
contents of the recording, the actual data, and closing information. Using this unit, a session is created when any of 
the following operations are performed: 

� Making a Disc Copy of a Single Session Disc
� Pressing REC in the Burner Interface to copy selected files 

Once a session exists on a disc, any subsequent copying or recording 
operations on the same disc will result in a new session being added, 
thereby creating a “multi-session” disc. 

Although multi-function discs are fully supported by this unit, most DVD 
players and many other types of optical drive products have compatibility 
issues and limitations regarding multi-session discs. Some common 
problems are:

� Only the first session is playable on some DVD Players
� Only the last session is playable on PCs
� On some DVD Players, multiple sessions may be supported in certain

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Parental Lock and Other Options

Exploring the CHILD and OTHERS Setup Pages
The CHILD and OTHERS Setup Pages contains many important options for your DVD player. The CHILD menu is 
where you can set a password to control the Parental Lock and Reset functions, which let you limit the play of discs 
beyond a rating you specify, and reset the settings and password to factory defaults, respectively. The OTHERS 
menu contains the FACTORY SETTING option, as well as the MNCOLOR setting, which allows you to change the 
color of the On-Screen Setup Menu. 

CHILD - LEVELS 1-8
The Parental Lock allows you to limit the use of your DVD Player to 
only those DVD discs that do not exceed the rating you specify. When 
the Parental Control is set, DVD discs that support this feature will play 
only after the password has been entered. However, typically only discs 
produced by major entertainment companies support Parental Control. 
Discs not supporting this feature will be “immune” to Lock-Out.  

When you attempt to change the Parental Control setting, you are 
prompted for a password. This of course makes sense, as this option 
would be useless if your kids could enter the Setup Menu and disable 
it! If there is no user password set, you’ll be prompted to enter a new 
password. Choose a 4-Digit numeric password and write it down in 
case you forget it. Key in the password and press ENTER.

After the password is set, press ENTER on the CHILD option. You can 
choose from 8 levels of Parental Control, corresponding to the standard 
rating system in the USA. The available levels and their equivalent 
ratings are listed to the right: 

CHANGE & CANCEL PASSWORD 
Here is where you can change or Cancel your existing password. If you have not already entered the existing 
password in the Setup Menu, you are prompted for the old password. Enter the existing password for access. *If you 
have forgotten your password, you cannot use these options - you must reset the player to factory defaults (see 
below), clearing the previously entered password. After this, you can create a new password as discussed above.

Changes the Menu Color to the hue you specify.

SYSTEM - NTSC / PAL 
Your DVD Player will work with TVs based on the NTSC and PAL 
standards, as well as TVs, Monitors and Projectors supporting 
Component Video Out. 

NTSC is the standard TV system used in the USA, Canada, Japan 
and many other countries, supporting 480 Lines at 60Hz. The PAL TV 
system is used in Europe, Africa and the Middle East, among others, 
and supports 576 Lines at 50Hz. 

ASPECT - 4:3 PS / 4:3 LB / 16:9 WS
You can setup your DVD Player to work with normal and wide screen televisions. If you are using a wide screen TV, 
set this option to 16:9 WS to match the aspect ratio of your TV. When used with a normal TV (4:3 aspect ratio), the 
4:3 PS setting results in the typical “Pan & Scan” display, where a movie is clipped on the sides to fit on the TV 
screen. The 4:3 LB setting will enable the “Letterbox” format, where the movie is presented in wide screen format 
with black lines at the top and bottom of the screen. 

OUTPUT - COMPOSITE / S-VIDEO / YCbCr
Change this setting to match the type of video input jack you are using on your TV. 

Composite Video is the most common video connection type and is supported on most TVs. S-Video is a higher 
quality video signal that is separated into brightness and color channels. YCbCr, or COMPONENT video is used for 
TVs, Computer Monitors and Projectors that support three video inputs, one for a color channel (Yellow, Blue, Red).

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Audio Setup Options

ANALOG - 5.1CH / 2CH
The ANALOG setting controls the DVD Player’s Analog Audio Outputs. 
These are the Stereo Audio and 5.1 Channel Outputs covered on pages 
11, 13 & 15. Select 5.1CH if you are using the 5.1 Channel outputs to 
connect to a Dolby-Ready Receiver or Speaker System. If you are 
using a TV for audio or a stereo system with only two channel inputs, 
this setting should be switched to 2CH, allowing you to hear all 
channels of Dolby/DTS 5.1 soundtracks through two speakers. 

D.R.C - STANDARD / MAXIMUM / TV MODE
Sometimes called “midnight mode”, D.R.C (Dynamic Range Compression) aims to make watching a movie at low 
volumes more enjoyable by boosting the quieter sounds while suppressing the louder sounds. This reduction in the 
difference between the low and high audio levels is known as “compression”. You can adjust the level of this 
compression in three levels: MAXIMUM - Highest compression, STANDARD - Normal compression, and TV MODE - 
Optimized for smaller speakers.

Most DVDs are produced with Dolby or DTS 5.1 Channel soundtracks. 
So, normally this setting should be at the default of DOLBY/DTS.

LPCM, or Linear Pulse Code Modulation, is a 
stereo digital audio format typically used only with CD audio.

OFF - No additional processing of the sub-woofer signal, SMALL - Adjusts the sub-woofer output for small rooms, 
and LARGE - Adjusts the sub-woofer output for large rooms.

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Language Setup Options

Setting Language Options for Setup and DVDs
The Language Setup Page allows you to change the language the 
player will use for the On-Screen Display (OSD), as well as the default 
language for movies with multiple language tracks. Keep in mind that if 
the DVD you’re using does not support the language you choose, the 
default of the disc will be used. This also applies to Subtitle and Disc 
Menu settings.

With this setting you can change the language of the On-Screen 
Display menus.

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Troubleshooting Common Problems  

The Remote Control Does Not Function
� Make sure you’re aiming the remote directly at the player’s remote sensor, located in the front display. 
� Make sure there are no obstacles between the remote and the player. 
� The batteries may be drained. Try changing the batteries in the remote. 
� You could be using the remote too far away. Try within 4 meters of the player.

There is No Picture on the TV Screen
� Make sure the connections from the player to the TV are secure.
� Verify that the TV’s channel is set to match the video input you’re using. Refer to the TV’s documentation. 
� On most TVs the “Aux In”, “Video In” or “A/V In” channel should match the video input connector.
� If you’re using the S-Video connector, the TV may have a separate input channel for this type.

The DVD Player Does Not Power On 
� The AC Power cord may be loose or not plugged in. Make sure the power cord is secure in the AC socket and 

the connector on the back of the player.
� The unit may be in Standby Mode. Turn the player on with the remote POWER button, or turn the unit off with 

the back power switch, wait for a few seconds, then turn the unit back on.
� There must be a pause between powering the unit down and back on of a few seconds.

A Specific Disc Does Not Play 
� The disc may be dirty. Try cleaning the disc.
� Make sure the disc is not in upside-down
� The region code of the disc may not match that of the player. In this case, the disc cannot be used.

The Disc Doesn’t Eject
� If the player is in Standby Mode, the disc will not eject. Turn the player on with the Remote Control and then 

eject the disc. 

No Sound from TV or Speakers
� If the DTS soundtrack is enabled in the DVD Disc Menu, but you are using Stereo Analog audio, the sound will 

not work. Try switching the soundtrack to Dolby/DTS 5.1 or PCM mode in the Disc Menu. 
� If you are using a Digital Receiver, check the Dolby/DTS setting in the player’s Setup Menu (pg 40). 
� Make sure the audio cables connecting the DVD player to your TV or receiver are secure.
� The movie is paused. There is no sound during Pause or Search modes.

Distorted Picture when Connected to a VCR
� This DVD Player is built with Macrovision copy-protection. This will distort the signal when used with VCRs. 

Connect the player directly to the TV. 

The Picture Appears Stretched or Squeezed
� The Video Aspect Ratio may be set wrong for your Television type.  
� Enter the Setup Menu and select the Video Menu. Try changing the ASPECT setting to 4:3 PS (Pan&Scan) if 

you are using a standard TV, or 16:9 WS if your TV is a Wide-Screen type. 
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Sound From Only Left/Right Front Speakers of 5.1 Channel System
� If you’re using the 5.1 Channel Analog Outputs, check the ANALOG setting in the DVD Player’s Setup Menu 

(pg 40). This setting should be set to 5.1CH.
� Use the MENU key to enter the disc’s menu and check that the Audio Setup is set to Dolby/DTS 5.1 Audio.
� Make sure the DIGITAL setting is on DOLBY/DTS in the Player Setup Menu. (See pg 40)

Glossary of DVD-Related Terms 

CD-R & CD-RW
Recordable Optical Disc formats that can be used as VCD, MP3 or JPG discs with your DVD Player.

Coaxial Digital Audio Connector 
A digital audio connection used to connect a DVD player to a receiver or pre-amplifier. Transfers a “RAW” (encoded) 
digital audio signal, minimizes signal degradation. 

Component Video 
Offers the best interface between a video signal source and a TV. Uses three RCA-type jacks to separate the 
component signals making up a video signal. A component video signal is comprised of the luminance (Y) signal 
and separate chrominance (PR and PB) signals. 

Composite Video
The most common connection between a DVD Player and a video display, Composite Video uses a single RCA 
cable.

Dolby Digital 5.1
A digital surround sound system, capable of transferring up to 5 sound channels plus a sub-bass woofer, developed 
by Dolby Labs. Supported on most DVD discs.

DTS
Digital Theater System. Another digital surround sound system with 5.1 channels. DTS is supported on some newer 
DVD discs.

Dual-Layer DVD
A DVD disc that has two layers on each side. A single-sided, dual-layered DVD can hold almost four hours of video 
and audio, and is also known as a DVD-9. 

DVD
Digital Video Disc. DVDs come in different formats, such as single-sided or double-sided. Each side can have a 
single layer or two layers of data.  

DVD-5
A DVD that is single-sided, single-layer, holding up to 4.7 GBytes of data. 

DVD-9
A DVD that is single-sided, dual-layer, holding up to 8.5 GBytes of data. 

DVD-10
A DVD that is double-sided and single-layered, which holds up to 9.4 GBytes of data. This disc must be manually 
flipped to use both sides. 

Home Theater
A system designed to re-create the movie theater experience in the home. A typical home theater system will have a 
DVD Player, TV, Receiver and Speaker System with 4 speakers and a subwoofer for surround sound. 

Interlaced Scanning
Most Televisions use Interlaced scanning, drawing only odd or even lines with each pass. 
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Glossary of DVD-Related Terms (cont’d) 

LPCM
Linear PCM is a method of digital audio storage typically used with CD Audio. This format is sometimes 
used on DVD discs - at a higher resolution than CD -  for stereo soundtracks. 

MacroVision
Analog Copy Protection which scrambles video signal when used with VHS recorders. Also has an effect on 
some projectors and monitors. 

MP3
 A compressed audio format. Its small size makes it popular for downloading on internet. MP3 files recorded on 
CD-R or CD-RW media are suitable for playback on your DVD Player.  

NTSC
National Television System Committee. This is the standard system for TV in the USA and Japan, among others. 

PAL
Video standard used in most European countries and elsewhere. 

Progressive Scan
Scans all horizontal lines of a monitor or TV display in one pass, as opposed to Interlaced, which scans only odd 
or even lines with each pass.  

Region Code
DVD movies are produced with region encoding to restrict distribution of titles to certain areas at certain times. 
To play back a DVD title with a specific region code, you will need a DVD player with the same region code. 

S-Video
S-Video offers significantly improved video signal performance over a basic composite video connection. To use 
this type of connection, your TV must have an S-Video input. 

VCD
Digital Video Disc. A digital video disc format particularly popular in Asia. Uses MPEG-1 video compression. The 
picture quality is roughly that of VHS tapes.
