This information canbe found on the serial plate, which is
located onthe side of the cabinet and behind the grille.

« If the air conditioneris tobe installedin a window, you will probably
want to clean both sides of the glass first. If the window is atriple-track
type with a screen panel included, remove the screen completely
before installation.

* Be sure the airconditioner has been securely and correctly installed
according to theseparate installation instructions provided with this
manual. Save this manual and the installation instructions for
possible future usein removing orreinstalling this unit.

* When handling the air conditioner, be careful toavoid cuts fromsharp
metal fins onfront and rearcoils.

AWARNING Electrical Information

The complete electricalrating of yournew room airconditioner is stated
on the serial plate. Refer to the rating when checkingthe electrical
requirements.

* Be sure the air conditioneris properly grounded. To minimize shock
and fire hazards, proper grounding is important. The power cordis
equipped with a three-prong grounding plug and acurrent leakage
detection device forprotection against shock & firehazards.

* Your air conditioner must be used in a properly grounded wall
receptacle. If thewall receptacle youintend to useis not adequately
grounded or protected by a time delay fuseor circuit breaker, have a
qualified electricianinstall the proper receptacle.

* Do notrun air conditioner with outside protective cover inplace. This
could resultin mechanical damage within the air conditioner.

* Do not usean extension cordor an adapterplug.

* Do not block inside air flowwith blinds, curtainsor furniture; or
outside with shrubs,enclosures, or otherbuildings.

» The capacity of the room air conditioner must fit the room size for
efficient and satisfactory operation.

* Install the room air conditioner on the shady side of your home. A
window thatfaces northis bestbecause it is shaded most of the day.

» Close the fireplace damper, floorand wallregisters socool air does
not escape upthe chimney andinto the ductwork.

» Keep blinds and drapes in other windows closed duringthe sunniest
part of the day.

» Clean the air filter as recommended in the section “Care and Cleaning”

» Proper insulation and weather stripping in your home will helpkeep
warm airout and cool airin.

» External house shadingwith trees, plants or awnings will help reduce
the air conditioner work load.

» Operate heat producing appliances such asranges, washers, dryers
and dishwashers during the coolest part of the day.

A 2Digit Display is used to indicate the Fan Speed setting, from
10 through 99. When the “ SLOW?” button is pressed, the motor
speed will slowdown at multipleintervals (90 distinctsettings),
to a minimum setting of 10. To speed the motor up, press the
“FASTER” button. The speed will increase at multiple intervals
to a maximum setting of 99. After 5 seconds the control will
automatically change back to displaying the set temperature.

Now that youhave mastered the operating procedure, hereare more featuresin your controlthat you should

familiar with.
* The “Cool” circuit has anautomatic 3 minutetime delayed startif the unitis turned off and onquickly. This prevents

overheating of thecompressor and possible circuit breaker tripping. The fan will continue torun during thistime.
* The control willmaintain the settemperature within ZF,between 60°'Fand 90" F degrees.
* The control iscapable of displaying temperature in degrees Fahrenheit or degrees Celsius. To convert fromo
other and back, pressand hold the “ TEMP/TIMER” Up (@ )and Down (¥ ) buttons together for 3seconds.

SOLUTION

Air conditionerwill not operate.

Wall plugdisconnected. Push plugfirmly into walloutlet.

Current device tripped. Preset RESET button.

House fuse blown or circuit breaker tripped. Replace fusewith time delaytype or reset
circuit breaker.

Control is OFF. Turncontrol On andset to desired FAN or COOL setting.

Unit turned off and thenon too quickly. Turnunit offand wait 3minutes before restarting.

Air fromunit does notfeel cold
enough.

Room temperature below60°F (15°C). Coolingmay not occuruntil room temperature
rises above 60°F (15°C).

Temperature sensor touching cold coil, located behind air filter. Straighten away from
coil.

Reset toa lowertemperature.

Compressor shut-off by changing modes. Wait approximately 3 minutes, andlisten for
compressor to restartwhen set inthe COOL mode.

Outdoor temperature below 60°F (15C). To defrost thecoil, set selector to FAN
position. Then, set thermostatto warmer position.

Air filter may be dirty. Clean filter. Referto Care and Cleaning section. Todefrost, set
selector to FAN ONLY mode.

Temperature is too low for night-time cooling. To defrost thecoil, set toFAN ONLY
mode. Then, set temperature to ahigher number.

Air conditioner cooling, but
room istoo warm-NOice
forming on coolingcoil
behind decorative front.

Dirty air filter-airrestricted. Clean airfilter. Referto Care and Cleaning section.

Temperature is too high. Set temperature to alower number.
Ventset at OPEN position. Set ventat CLOSED position for maximum cooling.
Air direction louvers positioned improperly. Position louversfor better airdistribution.

Front of unitis blocked bydrapes, blinds, furniture, etc.-restricts air distribution.Clear
blockage in frontof unit.

Doors, windows, registers, etc, open- cold air escapes. Close doors, windows,
registers, etc.

Unit recently turned on in hot room, allow additionaltime toremove “ stored heat”
from walls, ceiling, floor and furniture.

Room too cold

Seftting too low. Increase temperature setting.

Not in HEAT mode. Change mode.(On HEAT models only)
Remote sensing activated (on some models) and remote control located in Hot
Spot-Relocate remote controlor deactivate remote sensing.

Air conditioner turnson and
off rapidly.

Dirty airfilter-air restricted. Clean airfilter.

Outside temperature extremely hot. Set FAN speed to afaster setting to bring air
past cooling coils more frequently.

Noise when unitis cooling

Air movement sound. This isnormal. If tooloud, set toa slower FAN setting.

Sound of fan hitting water-moisture removalsystem. Thisis normal whenhumidity
is high. Closedoors windows andregisters.

Window vibration- poor installation. Refer to installation instructions orcheck with
installer.

Water dripping INSIDE when
unit is cooling.

Improper installation. Tilt air conditioner slightly to the outside to allow water
drainage. Refer toinstallation instructions -check with installer.

Water dripping OUTSIDE when
unit is cooling.

Unit removing large quantity of moisture from humidroom. This is normalduring
excessively humid days.

Remote sensing deactivating
prematurely(some models).

Remote control notlocated within range.Place remote controlwithin 20 feet& 180° ,
radius of the front of the unit.
Remote control obstructed. Remove obstruction.
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
